Comments

Visit following complaint. Watched the end of 1 run, two full runs and the start of a 4" run. The

emissions are greatest at the end of the run when the plant is tipping out the product. Odours

could be noticed at approx. 105m away when tipping and 60m during normal production when

directly downwind. Emission test is waiting for an extension of the stack to be produced to ensure

compliance with testing standards. Operator has ordered a screener which will reduce emissions

by taking out the fines. Operator is also sourcing a crusher to ensure that material is of a required

size for product request, again this should help with emissions.
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
